North Creake Parish Council 
Minutes of the Parish Council meeting of North Creake held at The Village Hall, North Creake on Thursday 10th April 2024 at 6.30 pm.

Present: Councillors A. Bunkle (Chair), J Brettingham-Smith (Vice Chair), S Sandell, J Robinson, A Culshaw and J Rocklin and L Fletcher (Clerk/RFO). 
Two members of public attended the meeting and Cllr C Morley (KLWNBC)
1. The Chairman welcomed all present to the meeting. 

2. Apologies for Absence:  Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr S Baker 
3. Declarations of Interest on Agenda Items: None Declared
4. The Minutes of the meetings held on 13th March 2025 were circulated before the meeting.  It was agreed that they were a correct record of the proceedings and signed by the Chairman. 
5. Parishioners Questions and Statements: 

A parishioner requested an update regarding the willow tree on the village green, the Chair advised that work will be carried out and that the contractor was waiting for the tree to ‘green up’ before carrying out the work so that they could identify the dead parts of the tree.
A Parishioner raised the issue of speeding in the village, especially entering the village along Burnham Road. It was agreed for the Clerk to raise this issue with Highways and request a visit from the local highways officer to advise on possible solutions ie Marked road, police speed enforcement sign etc… it was also agreed for the Clerk to contact Norfolk Police and request they identify a suitable place for a mobile speed camera operator to use for speed checks on this stretch of road.
6. County and Borough Councillor Reports – a written report was received from Cllr A Jamieson (NCC) which was distributed to Cllrs prior to the meeting and duly noted. Cllr C Morley (KLWNBC) gave a verbal report advising that the council currently have a lot of unsold housing stock
7. Clerks report/matters arising

a. The clerk reported that he has chased NCC Highways regarding the Willows along Wells Rd only to find that they have no record of the original referral despite sending someone out to look at it on 6th December, it was agreed for the clerk to chase and to contact Cllr A Jamieson for his assistance. 

b. No quotes have been received regarding the installation of a 2nd picnic bench on the village green or removal and making safe of the steps to the slide on the playing field. It was agreed for the Clerk to post on Facebook asking for companies interested in tendering for the work to contact the Clerk and provide quotes.

c. MUGA – The Clerk reported that the main installation was now complete, and the only work left to do it is to paint and mark the playing surfaces, this will be done in a few weeks once the weather has warmed up. It was also Agreed for the Clerk to start the process of getting a carpark designed, approved and installed to include height restriction barriers.

d. SAM2 signs – it was agreed for the Clerk to cut the locks and replace with combination type locks. Dr Lewellyn has volunteered to manage the SAM2 sign 

e. The Clerk advised that NCC Highways have been contacted to request double yellow lines on the junction of Dunns Lane and Burnham Rd for safety of the children being collected by the school buses as both Primary and Secondary school pupils are picked up there and cars are parking near to the junction causing a safety hazard.

f. Council IT, website and emails – it was agreed to form a working party to look at the issues around providing IT and the council getting .gov.uk emails and website as these will be required by the end of the year. The working party is report back with it’s recommendations at the June meeting.

9. Devolution – It was agreed for the council to make no comment on the devolution consultation

10. Open Spaces
a. SAM2 signs – see item 7d

b. Speeding Offences – It was reported by Cllr Sandell that the contact we have is still the correct one, Clerk to continue to pursue for data regarding speeding in the village and possible other sites for them to use.

c. Play area visual inspection – No issue to raise, it was noted that mole activity is still present although greatly reduced. Clerk to chase for further work to be carried out on the playing field and the village green and also for an invoice.

d. MUGA – Covered under item 7c

e. Land at Shammer – Cllr Culshaw advise that NWT will come and do a site visit regarding re-establishing the pond, date to be advised. Cllr Brettingham Smith advise that hemlock is still present. It was agreed for the council to purchase suitable treatment and for the Clerk to apply it (Clerk is PA1 & PA6 qualified)

f. Cutting the Walks path – it was agreed to carry this item over to the May meeting

g. Village litter pick – Cllrs volunteered to pick in their local areas and for collected rubbish to left by the KLWNBC bin on Tuesday 22nd April, Clerk to contact the waste team at KLWNBC to let them know to collect the waste.
11. Footway lighting – The light at the bottom of Dunns Lane and one on Burnham Road are not working, Clerk to report to contactors to get fixed.

Council noted the cladding recently installed on no. 78 West Street, the council has a long standing precedent of opposing cladding in planning applications, it is not clear if this was permitted development or required planning approval. Cllr Morely to raise with planning dept at KLWNBC.
